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SUMMARY

The article Archetype of Bandura in Ukrainian Musical Culture covers the methodological
aspects of studying the traditional Ukrainian zither-like instrument in the form of a lute — a ban-
dura. Among principal aspects analyzed are as follows: historical-typological, socio-historical and
socio-cultural, morphological and ergological, cognitive, stylistic and performing, semiotic, and
semantic.

The historical-typological aspect actualizes three basic ways of searching the bandura’s genetic
prototypes in the field of lyre-, zither-, and lute-like instruments, and ascertainment of the feasi-
ble hybridization patterns for certain types of chordophones at different stages of their historical
development (IV BC — XVIIth c.). Studying the instrumental prototypes of bandura and their
influence on its formation sheds light on the process of national instrumental tradition’s establish-
ment, succession of traditional bandura schools’ relations with modern performance on bandura of
Kyiv and Kharkiv varieties.

The socio-historical and socio-cultural aspects relate to researching the principles of transmis-
sion of knowledge about interconnection of kobzar’s art tradition bearers and society, ritual and
ceremonial, epic and traditional environment, as well as with the issues of folk professional eth-
nopedagogy. They outline the religious and ideological, socio-political and socio-cultural factors
which determined the extinction of priestly, epic, and kobzar traditions; the emergence of academic
bandura school in the first third of the XXth century and modern restoration trends of the ancient
Ukrainian instruments’ reconstruction.

The morphological and ergological aspects examine the design of ritual, epic, secular, and
traditional chordophones. Their individual structural units constituted the components of modern
bandura, became the basis for ergonomics and traditions of production and various historically
established methods of holding an instrument and eliciting the sounds. These methods are designed
to consider the formation of bandura’s modern shape in the process of historical evolution of chor-
dophone initial types, their subsequent hybridization, as well as instrument’s development from
diatonic to academic (with double diatonic tuning system) one.

The cognitive aspect considers the features of traditional musical thinking through assimila-
tion of folk vocational theory and terminology which are pertinent to instrument’s ergonomics and
morphology, methods of performance, and executive techniques.

The stylistic and performing aspect considers the eldest repertoire layer of traditional bandura
(dumas) by means of comparative study of the origins of Ukrainian epos’ genre and musical speci-
ficity in the context of Eurasian musical and epic tradition.

Finally, the semiotic and semantic aspects are actualized by studying the old ritual chordo-
phones (bandura’s initial prototypes), as well as their symbolism and semantics. They are used
while reconstructing the ancient symbols (including neck chordophone) of the text of folk pictures
of a Cossack Mamay type, and Indo-European and Indo-Iranian stratum of their poetics.

Therefore, the integrated approach should constitute the basis of bandura research’s modern
methodology.
