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SUMMARY

Separate pages of the biography of Dmytro Avramovych Bilyk (1894 — the second half of the
1940s (?)) are ascertained in the article on the base of the archival materials, the memoirs of the
daughter and relatives. He is known as a director of the potter’s school in the capital of Ukrainian
pottery Opishne in the middle of the 1920s.

His name, as well as the names of the other repressed workers of the potters’s educational in-
stitutions of Opishne in the 1920s and 1930s has been struck out the history of Opishne pottery
for more than half a century.

Dmytro Bilyk is a native of Opishne, the son of a local carpenter. He has fought on the fronts
of the World War 1. After the returning home in 1919 he has fought for the Soviet power in a par-
tisan detachment under the command of his one party member left socialist revolutionary Tymofiy
Kocherha.

He has worked as the Mathematics teacher at a local school in the 1930s. He has been ar-
rested and sentenced as a former left socialist revolutionary in 1937. He has served punishment in
Kharkiv. He has returned to the town in 1942 in the times of German occupation of Opishne. He
has worked as the head of the Education Department of Opishne district for a short time.

He has been in the ranks of the Red Army in the fall of 1943. There are the data that he has
been in German captivity, and that he has perished at the front. However, the fact, that he has
lived in Opishne after the War, is indisputable. He has worked as an accountant at the Zinkiv
District Education Department during the period from August, 1945 to February, 1946. The fact
that he has been dismissed according to the order of the Opishne District Executive Committee is
worthy of attention. This gives grounds to say that the dismissal is connected with his former left
socialist revolutionary activities. The next wave of repressions, in Opishne in particular, against
the former left socialist revolutionaries has been held during the postwar period.

Obviously Dmytro Bilyk has saved himself from the arrest in 1947 and left to the Western
Ukraine, where his life finishes tragically.

However still there are many unknown and complicated pages in the biography of Dmytro
Bilyk.
